2011 Legislative Session

Below are the bills that the Dept of Fire Programs is following for the 2011 session.

HB 1404 Handheld personal communications devices; prohibits use thereof while operating motor vehicle, etc.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 46.2-1078.1 of the Code of Virginia, relating to use of handheld personal communications devices while operating certain vehicles.

HB 1424 Wireless telecommunications devices; extends prohibition on use in motor vehicles, etc.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 46.2-1078.1 of the Code of Virginia, relating to the use of wireless telecommunications devices in motor vehicles. 

HB 1460 Public officials; any person who threatens to kill or injure is guilty of Class 1 misdemeanor.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 18.2-60 of the Code of Virginia, relating to threats against public officials. 

HB 1485 Medical emergency response plan and automated external defibrillator; required in certain buildings.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 22.1-274 of the Code of Virginia and to amend the Code of Virginia by adding in Article 6 of Chapter 2 of Title 2.2 a section numbered 2.2-214.2, by adding in Article 4 of Chapter 11 of Title 2.2 a section numbered 2.2-1161.2, and by adding sections numbered 15.2-922.2 and 59.1-296.2:2, relating to automated external defibrillators in health spas and state and local public buildings. 

HB 1527 Firefighters; exemption from jury service.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 8.01-341.1 of the Code of Virginia, relating to exemption from jury service; firefighters. 

HB 1546 Handheld personal communications device; texting while driving.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 46.2-1078.1 of the Code of Virginia, relating to use of handheld personal communications devices in motor vehicles; penalty. 

HB 1580 Firefighters, certain; allowed to purchase service-issued helmets or boots at fair market value.

A BILL to amend the Code of Virginia by adding a section numbered 27-15.3, relating to the purchase of service-issued boots or helmets by certain firefighters. 

HB 1834 Statewide Fire Prevention Code; permissible fireworks.

A BILL to amend and reenact §§ 27-95, 27-96.1, and 27-97 of the Code of Virginia and to amend the Code of Virginia by adding a section numbered 27-96.1:1, relating to Statewide Fire Prevention Code; permissible fireworks. 

HB 1919 Virginia Defective Drywall Correction and Restoration Assistance Fund; SCC to collect from insurer.

A BILL to amend and reenact §§ 36-156.2 and 58.1-2508 of the Code of Virginia and to amend the Code of Virginia by adding in Chapter 4 of Title 38.2 a section numbered 38.2-416, relating to an assessment on insurance companies to fund the Virginia Defective Drywall Correction and Restoration Assistance Fund. 

HB 2104 Retirement System; exempts certain employees from higher retirement age.

A BILL to amend and reenact §§ 51.1-153 and 51.1-155 of the Code of Virginia, relating to the Virginia Retirement System; retirement age and service requirements for certain individuals. 

HB 2178 Smoking; prohibited in emergency medical services vehicles and other emergency response vehicles.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 15.2-2824 of the Code of Virginia, relating to smoking in emergency response vehicles prohibited. 

SB 685 Statewide Fire Prevention Code; use of fireworks on residential property.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 27-96.1 of the Code of Virginia, relating to the Statewide Fire Prevention Code; use of fireworks on residential property. 

SB 747 Nondiscrimination in state employment; prohibited based on race, color, religion, etc.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 2.2-3004 of the Code of Virginia and to amend the Code of Virginia by adding a section numbered 2.2-2901.1, relating to nondiscrimination in state government employment. 

SB 762 Emergency vehicles; proceeding past red lights.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 46.2-920 of the Code of Virginia, relating to emergency vehicles proceeding past steady or flashing red signals, traffic lights, stop signs, or other devices indicating moving traffic shall stop. 

SB 772 Assault and battery; penalty when against fire marshals and assistant fire marshals.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 18.2-57 of the Code of Virginia, relating to assault and battery of fire marshals; penalty. 

SB 848 Retirement System; benefits for certain local employees.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 51.1-138 of the Code of Virginia, relating to the Virginia Retirement System; benefits for certain local employees. 

SB 911 Local grievance procedures; allows local government at its option to permit observer for each party.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 15.2-1507 of the Code of Virginia, relating to grievance procedures. 

SB 918 Virginia Fusion Intelligence Center; receive & integrate criminal-related intelligence information.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 52-47 of the Code of Virginia, relating to the Virginia Fusion Intelligence Center. 

SB 1008 Retirement System; creates an optional defined contribution retirement plan for state employees.

A BILL to amend and reenact §§ 51.1-144, 51.1-601.1, 51.1-1100, and 51.1-1400 through 51.1-1403 of the Code of Virginia and to amend the Code of Virginia by adding a section numbered 51.1-126.5:1, relating to the Virginia Retirement System; defined contribution plan for certain members; employee contributions. 

SB 1019 Fire Prevention; transfers to Fire Services Board authority for approving fee structure.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 27-98 of the Code of Virginia, relating to enforcement of Fire Prevention Code; fee. 

SB 1407 Line of Duty Act; fire company personnel of National Guard and Air National Guard.

A BILL to amend and reenact § 9.1-400 of the Code of Virginia, relating to the Line of Duty Act; fire company personnel of the Virginia National Guard and Virginia Air National Guard.
