Driver Pumper Operator -- FULL
Description: A 5 module course (part of the Driver/Operator curriculum) with detailed instruction on the operation, maintenance and design of pumping fire apparatus. The modules include: Module 2, Water Supplies for Fire Fighting; Module 3, Fire Pump Theory; Module 4, Operating Fire Pumps; Module 5, Fire Service Hydraulics. (Module 1 is for EVOC)

Prerequisites: Firefighter Level I (new) or Firefighter Level II (old), students are encouraged to have some basic knowledge of the operation of fire apparatus. Students must be EVOC certified (minimum of S3). Junior Firefighter must currently be certified at Firefighter Level I to participate.
Equip. Req: Full turnout gear

Standard/Reg: NFPA 1002

Note: This course is Pro Board certified.
Emergency Vehicle Operator (EVOC)
Description: A course designed to enhance safe vehicle operation by stressing theory

and principles of defensive driving in both emergency and nonemergency situations. Virginia Motor Vehicle laws pertinent to the operation of emergency vehicles is included in the course. This class is not designed to teach the student to drive, but rather to explain how emergency driving differs from nonemergency driving. Although some driving experience will be gained through the practical exercises it is strongly recommended that the student have adequate driving experience in the vehicle.

The course requires 16 hours of instruction (100% attendance required for certification), 8 hours classroom and 8 hours consisting of practical exercises. A written examination is required for the classroom portion and students will be evaluated during the driving exercises. An EVOC certificate will be awarded to each student successfully completing the course.

Prerequisites: Students must have a valid driver’s license in order to participate in the practical exercises. Students must be 18 years of age (minimum) to receive certification. Students less than 18 years of age may take the classroom instruction only.

NFA: Leadership III
Description: This course provides the company officer with the basic leadership skills and tools needed to perform effectively in the fire service environment.
Target Audience: Line fire officers, unit commanders, or program supervisors; Fire or rescue personnel due for promotion/appointment to officer rank or supervisory position within 6 months; Training officers, staff, or administrative officers of fire and rescue organizations.

Rope Rescue Operations -- FULL 
Description: A course designed to provide an opportunity for fire and rescue personnel who can demonstrate proficiency in basic rope rescue skills to further their knowledge. Classroom and skills exercises will be utilized to prepare advanced students to remove victims from above and below grade situations. Includes extensive information on rigging and haul back systems.

Prerequisites: HTR Rope Rescue Level I. Students must successfully pass a pretest at

the beginning of the class on Rope I subjects. Student must be minimum 18 years of age.

Equip. Req: Helmet, leather gloves and boots or full turnout gear, secondary eye protection

Standard/Reg: NFPA 1983, NFPA 1670
Truck Operations for the Engine Company
Description: This Course is designed to enhance the necessary skills of those firefighters arriving on the fire ground when their Engine Company has been assigned Truck Company Functions.  A short classroom presentation will be followed by hands-on stations to teach tricks of the trade and build on already existing basic fire ground operations to include Forcible Entry, Rescue Mode and VES Primary Searches ahead of the handline, Ventilation Techniques, Breaching and Breaking and more.  This extensive hands-on training will teach the firefighter to accomplish the many needed Truck Company Functions with the equipment carried on the Engines, when no Specialty Unit is on scene.
Target Audience: Firefighters and Line officers who may be assigned Truck Company Functions when arriving on the fire ground.  Those attending should have a good knowledge of basic Firefighter 1 and 2 skills in these areas, as this class will expand on the basic information
