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Executive Summary

Fire Service in Virginia has the responsibility to be prepared to respond to many different
types of situations and events. Firefighters respond to all types of fires, but also have to be
equipped to handle medical emergencies, rescue operations, hazardous conditions, and severe
weather occurrences. Fire Service also performs many tasks of providing public service
assistance to their local communities.

VFIRS Participation

For calendar year 2008, 463 or 81.9% of fire departments reported enough months to be
considered participating fire departments. Based on each locality’s VFIRS participation and
census population, the final overall VFIRS population protected for 2008 was 94.8%.

Incident Types

In 2008, fire departments responded to 619,559 incidents in Virginia. These incidents
included 29,392 fires, 394,900 rescue/medical incidents, 32,170 hazardous condition calls,
39,997 service calls, 60,366 good intent calls, 54,998 false calls and 7,736 other calls. (See Table
1.) There were 36,956 incidents in which a fire department provided assistance (mutual or
automatic aid given) to another jurisdiction. In addition, there were 522 fire incidents that were
fire exposures (fires large enough to cause fire damage beyond the property where the fire
started).

Fire incidents accounted for 5 percent (4.7%) of the total incidents responded to by fire
departments in Virginia for 2008. (See Figure 1.) Rescue and emergency medical service
incidents made up almost two-thirds (63.7%) of the total calls handled by fire departments.

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Total Fire Dollar Loss

Property and contents dollar loss is required for all fire incidents and helps to measure the

severity of fire loss in Virginia. In 2008, there were 29,392 fires with a total dollar loss reported
as $325 million. (See Table 2.)

Civilian and Fire Service Casualties

In addition, losses also occur when civilian or fire service are injured or killed during an
incident. There were 474 civilian injuries and 80 civilian deaths due to fire incidents in 2008.
(See Table 3.) Fire Service had 335 injuries with their personnel in 2008 accounting for all types
of incidents. There was one fire service death reported in 2008.

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Highlights from 2008 VFIRS Incident Reporting

There were a total of 619,559 incidents reported by fire departments.

The overall VFIRS population protected in 2008 was 92.8%.

64% or almost two-thirds of all incident reported were Rescue and EMS calls.
Fires only accounted for 5% of the total incidents.

Incidents occurred at a rate of 92.3 incidents for every 1,000 Virginia residents.
$325 million dollars of property and contents loss were reported with fire incidents.
The average dollar loss per fire incident was $12,877.

$6.4 billion dollars of property and contents were saved with fire incidents.

There were 433 incidents with a total of 544 civilian fire casualties; Fire service had 279
incidents with 336 casualties.

Structure fires accounted for one-third or 33% of the fire incidents; Brush fires made up
28% of the total incidents.

Aid was given 36,956 times by fire departments to other areas.
There were 522 exposure fires that spread from the original source fire.

June was the month with the most incidents, while March was the month with the
largest amount of fires.

The average response time with fire departments in 2008 was 6.9 minutes.

Each fire incident on average had 4.0 pieces of apparatus and 9.6 total personnel.
Fire service accumulated 3,010,356 hours responding to incidents.

Cooking was the cause of 31% of all residential structure fires.

28% of building fires had a detector that operated and alerted the occupants.
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Incident Time Statistics

Fire departments in Virginia responded to one incident every 51 seconds.
One Rescue and EMS call occurred every 80 seconds.

One Fire occurred every 17.9 minutes.

One Civilian Fire Casualty occurred every 15.8 hours.

One Fire Service Casualty occurred every 1.1 days.

Total Fire Dollar Loss was reported on average as $890,428 per day, $37,101 per hour
and $618 per minute.

Fire Service in Virginia responded to 1,697 incidents a day.

Fire departments responded to 45.1 Rescue and EMS calls and 3.4 fires an hour.
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Fighting Fires with Facts 2008

This Fighting Fires with Facts 2008 - VFIRS (Virginia Fire Incident Reporting System)
Annual Report is more than a reporting of fire incident statistics for Virginia fire
departments. It brings awareness and provides a scorecard of the impact of fire incident
reporting at the three levels of statewide incident reporting: fire department, locality, and
state. Most people are vaguely aware of the range of services that fire departments
provide. If you ask, most likely “responding to fires” will be the Number 1 response.
The fact is fire only represents a small percentage of fire departments responses. In 2008,
it was 5% statewide. In Fighting Fires with Facts 2008, the full scope of fire
departments’ activities is presented.

GETTING CREDIT FOR ALL RESPONSES

“Getting credit for all responses” was a focus in 2008 to ensure that the full scope of fire
departments’ activities was reported. To get credit, fire departments needed to document
all emergency responses and public service calls. These calls includes building fires,
hazardous spills, filling swimming pools, and in-station, walk-in blood pressure checks.
Not documenting ALL calls in VFIRS undercount the full range of services that that fire
departments provides to their communities. In addition to documenting all calls, for the
calls to count, they need to become part of the National Fire Incident Reporting System
(NFIRS). In 2008, more than 15.8 million incidents were reported. Virginia fire
departments contributed more than 657,000 incidents to the total. In Virginia, 82% of the
fire departments participated in NFIRS. The participation represented 95% of population
protected. For participating fire departments, the average months of reporting were 11.0
months.

VFIRS is part of the NFIRS and NFIRS is based on the National Fire Protection
Association (NFPA) 901 Codes. The codes are an accepted standard used by more than
20,700 fire departments in all fifty of the United States. While most fire departments have
some means of tracking responses, NFIRS is the recognized incident based system for
reporting incidents.

VFIRS AuDITS

Efforts were made during the year to ensure that the data was accurate and complete.
Three audits were performed. The audit included (1) getting fire departments to correct
invalid incidents. These incidents contained critical errors and must be corrected for
them to become part of national statistics; (2) verification of all incidents with a response
time one hour or more or an incident duration one day or more; (3) verification of all fire
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dollar loss $500,000 or more; (4) verification of all building fires and vehicle fires with
no fire dollar loss or zero dollar loss; (5) verification of incidents with undetermined or
unresolved area of fire origin, heat source, item first ignited, and cause of ignition; (6)
missing reporting months; and (7) fires in buildings with more than 6 stories above grade
and 2 stores below grade. The fire department response to the audit was good. It resulted
in improved accuracy and completeness of the 2008 data. The audits were successful
enough for other states to adopt the format.

A VALID INCIDENT VERSUS A COMPLETE INCIDENT

It is equally important to help fire departments to move beyond ensuring that an incident
is valid and move towards striving for a complete incident. A valid incident passes the
NFIRS validations and contains no critical errors. The fire department gets credit for the
incident and it can be released for use in national statistics. A valid incident might not
give a complete account of the facts known. It might not include information on the
required modules such as property/content value, district, person involved, and owner. It
might not include some of the optional NFIRS modules that give expanded details. It
might not include updates to information obtained after the initial incident was reported.
A complete incident contains a full account of all information known during the complete
life cycle of the incident. For fire departments to get credit for all that they do and for the
users of the data to understand the roles of the fire services, fire departments’ incidents
need to be complete.

Incident Types

In 2008, fire departments responded to 619,559 incidents in Virginia. These incidents
included 29,392 fires, 394,900 rescue/medical incidents, 32,170 hazardous condition calls,
39,997 service calls, 60,366 good intent calls, 54,998 false calls and 7,736 other calls. (See Table
4.) There were 36,956 incidents in which a fire department provided assistance (mutual or
automatic aid given) to another jurisdiction. In addition, there were 522 fire incidents that were
fire exposures (fires large enough to cause fire damage beyond the property where the fire
started).

Fire incidents accounted for 5 percent (4.7%) of the total incidents responded to by fire
departments in Virginia for 2008. (See Figure 2.) Rescue and emergency medical service
incidents made up almost two-thirds (63.7%) of the total calls handled by fire departments.

The makeup of the types of calls that fire departments handled in 2008 remained fairly
consistent with the types of calls reported for previous years. (See Table 5.) Fires showed a
decrease from 2007 to 2008, while Rescue and EMS calls showed an increase. The VFIRS
population protected for 2008 was 94.8% and the number of incidents increased by 13,710.

For 2008, Virginia had a lower percentage of fire incidents (6%) compared to the national
numbers. (See Figure 3.) Sixty-two percent (62%) of incidents in Virginia were EMS calls,
while nationwide, 58% of all calls were EMS.

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Incident Rates

Overall, in Virginia, there were 92.3 incidents for every 1,000 residents in 2008. (See

Table 7.) Fires occurred at a rate of 4.4 per 1,000 residents, while Rescue and EMS calls

accounted for a rate of 58.8. The incident rate with Fires showed a decrease from 5.1 t0 4.4 in
2008, while the Rescue and EMS incident rate showed an increase from 56.7 in 2007 to 58.8 in
2008. (See Figure 4.)

92.3. The fire incident rate has remained closely the same over the years and had an incident rate
of 4.4 per 1,000 residents in 2008. (See Table 8. and Figure 5.)

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Total Fire Dollar Loss

The estimated property and contents dollar loss is required for all fire incidents and help
determine the magnitude of the loss of each incident. The total dollar loss reported with all fire
incidents for 2008 was $325,006,236. (See Table 10.) Structure fires accounted for the largest

average (mean) dollar loss with $30,868 per incident.

Forty-nine percent (48.5%) of all fires reported that there was no dollar loss amount
associated with the fire incident. (See Table 11.) Dollar loss was not reported with 16 percent of

the fires in 2008.

(See
Table 12.) The total saved amount with these fire incidents was $6,407,238,596 (6.4 Billion),
resulting with 96 percent of the total property and contents being saved.

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Casualties

Casualties are unfortunate losses that result from incidents and have a great impact on the
public resulting in personal loss to families. Fire service equally suffers the loss and additionally

results in a reduction of staff providing services. In 2008, there were a total of 554 civilian fire
casualties (474 injuries and 80 deaths) caused by fire incidents. (See Table 13.) Fire service
casualties with all types of incidents totaled 336 casualties and had 335 injuries and 1 death.

Fire departments reported in 2008 that they responded to 29,392 fire incidents during the
year. (See Table 15.) Structure fires (33.6%) made up the largest incident category with fire
incidents, while natural vegetation fires accounted for 29 percent. (See Figure 8.) Mobile

property vehicle fires accounted for 16% of the total fires in 2008.

Fire departments can give/receive aid to/from other fire departments in their area for
incident calls that require additional resources. The aid given can be either mutual (fire
departments request need for assistance) or automatic (pre-arranged agreement to aid).

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Ninety percent (90.2%) of the incidents responded to by fire service in Virginia were
incidents that did not involve mutual or automatic aid given or received. (See Figure 10.) The
departments did not receive any aid from other fire departments or did not give aid to other fire
departments. Fire departments in Virginia gave mutual / automatic aid with 6% of the total

Fire Exposures

Fire exposures are fire incidents that result from fires that have spread outside their area
of origin to other properties. Source fires are the original fire that started at the incident scene.
The fire exposures are the fires that have spread to other areas.

In 2008, there were 515 sources fires that spread 522 exposures fires. (See Table 17.)
Fire exposures have a higher injury rate and death rate per 1,000 fires when compared to the rate
with all fires. The average fire dollar loss with source and exposure fires was $68,834, while the
average (mean) dollar loss with all fires was $12,876.

Fires occurred most frequently in the month of March (3,556 incidents), but in Virginia,
June was the month with the most total incidents overall. (See Table 18.) Sunday was the day of
the week with the most fires, accounting for 4,597 incidents. (See Table 19.) In addition,
Sunday overall had the least amount of calls for 2008 when accounting for all incidents.

Incidents occurred the least during the 4:00 a.m. hour of the day in Virginia. (See Table
20. and Figure 13.) Incidents occurred most frequently during the 3:00 p.m. hour of the day.

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Response Time

Fire department response time captures how timely response is provided to different types of situations in an area. Response
time is the difference between the fire department arrival date/time and the fire department alarm date/time. The average response
time for all fire departments in 2008 was 6.87 minutes. (See Table 21.) Career fire departments had an overall average response time
of 6.12 minutes, while volunteer departments responded in 9.95 minutes.

Fire department personnel have to perform multiple duties at an incident scene. Fifty-
four percent (54.4%) of all actions taken at an incident involved EMS and Transport duties. (See
Table 22.) Activities concerning Information, Investigation, and Enforcement accounted for
19% of the actions taken.

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Resources

Fire service resources that respond to an incident consist of apparatus and personnel and
can be classified as suppression, EMS, or other. The average number of apparatus that
responded to an incident was 2.1. (See Table 24.) Fires required the largest number of apparatus
for an incident and accounted for an average (mean) of 4.0 total apparatus per incident.

Forty-one percent (41%) of all reported incidents in 2008 required only one piece of
apparatus to respond to the incident. Two pieces of apparatus were needed with 36% of the total
incidents. (See Figure 16.)

The total hours committed represents the total amount of time needed to handle and
control an incident. Total hours committed for an incident is calculated by multiplying the total
number of personnel by the duration time of the incident (Difference between the last unit
cleared date/time and the alarm date/time).

Fire service in Virginia accumulated a total of 3,010,356 hours responding to incidents in

2008. (See Table 26.) Fire incidents had the largest average total hours committed in 2008 with
19.19 hours. (See Figure 18.)

The cause of ignition of a fire documents if the fire was intentional or unintentional,
result of a mechanical failure or caused by an act of nature. Forty-six percent (46%) of building
fire incidents were unintentional.
